WHERE TO REPORT GRAFFITI
Shire of Kalamunda

The Shire of Kalamunda does not provide a graffiti removal service for private property; however, the Shire does support graffiti removal initiatives such as:

General Graffiti
The Shire’s graffiti policy state that general tags are to be cleaned weekly, while offensive graffiti is to be cleaned immediately or the next day. Report Graffiti on 9257 9999.

Cleaning Graffiti on Private Property
The Shire has a free graffiti-removal kit which works on brick, render or cement surfaces and removes paint and permanent marker pen. A refundable $50 deposit is required to use the kit. 
To obtain a kit contact the Building Maintenance Customer Service Officer on 0406 212 400.

Forrestfield/High Wycombe Lions Club Anti-Graffiti Trailer 
The Forrestfield/High Wycombe Lions Club provides a graffiti removal service. Contact the Lions Club on 0406 212 400.

	Adopt a Bus Shelter Programme
The Shire encourages schools and local non-profit community groups to adopt a bus shelter and to create artwork on the shelter.  In some cases the Shire may provide paint up to the value of $400 for approved projects.

Vandalism Reward - $200
The Shire has a policy of rewards of up to $200 for reporting of acts of vandalism.

State Government



Anyone can report acts of graffiti vandalism against public assets, community facilities or private property to the Office of Crime Prevention.
  

How to report:
· Call the State Graffiti Hotline on 1800 44 22 55;  or
· Complete an Online Graffiti Reporting Form at the Office of Crime Prevention website (link below).
Penalties: 

The Carpenter Labor Government increased penalties for graffiti vandalism in 2004:

· Damage to Property: Up to 12-months imprisonment and a fine of $12,000. Convicted graffiti vandals are also required to pay for the clean-up and restoration of damaged property.

· Shop-owners who sell spray cans to minors risk fines of up to $5,000 for a first offence and up to $10,000 for a third.
 Before removing any graffiti you are encouraged to photograph the damage and keep the original images for the police, should they require them.  In the event of significant graffiti damage (racist/obscene or large scale) you are urged to contact the State Graffiti Hotline to request Police/forensic attendance.
Government Agencies

Western Power: 
Western Power has a policy of removing any graffiti on its property within 48 hours. Racial and obscene graffiti will be given highest priority. Call Western Power on 1800 442 255 or on the website (link below).
Department of Housing and Works:

The Department of Housing and Works’ policy is that graffiti on state housing is the responsibility of the tenant. The tenant will be issued with a “clean up order” and is usually given around 1 week to have the graffiti removed. 

Police:
If you have any information that might help identify offenders contact the State Graffiti Hotline on 1800 44 22 55.  
If your information leads to the arrest or caution of an offender, you may be eligible for a reward of up to $1000.  
Main Roads: 
You can directly report any graffiti or damage to Main Roads’ assets on the agency’s website (link below). 
Other Agencies:

Telstra: 
You can report graffiti on Telstra property and request its removal to their help desk at 1800 622 203.
All such requests are risk rated and actioned according to Telstra's corporate policy.
